“Since the entire matter relates to Letter of Credit, 

therefore, it is necessary to understand what Letter of 

Credit is. 

Letters of credit (LCs) are one of the most versatile 

and secure instruments available to international traders. 

An LC is a commitment by a bank on behalf of the importer 

(foreign buyer) that payment will be made to the 

beneficiary (exporter) provided that the terms and 

conditions stated in the LC have been met, as evidenced by 

the presentation of specified documents. Since LCs are 

credit instruments, the importer’s credit with his bank is 

used to obtain an LC. The importer pays his bank a fee to 

render this service. 

Letters of credit (LCs) are also referred to as a 

documentary credit, is a contractual agreement whereby 

the issuing bank (importer’s bank), acting on behalf of its 

customer (the importer or buyer), promises to make 

payment to the beneficiary or exporter against the receipt 

of “complying” stipulated documents. The issuing bank will 

typically use intermediary banks to facilitate the 

transaction and make payment to the exporter. 

Letters of credit (LCs) are a separate contract from 

the sales contract on which it is based; therefore, the banks 

are not concerned with the quality of the underlying goods 

or whether each party fulfils the terms of the sales 

contract. [Article 4 of UCP 600 (2007 Revision)] 

The bank’s obligation to pay is solely conditioned 

upon the seller’s compliance with the terms and conditions 

of the LC. In LC transactions, banks deal in documents only, 

not goods. [Article 5 of UCP 600 (2007 Revision)] 

The Letters of credit (LCs) are always irrevocable, 

which means the document may not be changed or 

cancelled unless the importer, banks, and exporter agree. 

[Article 2 of UCP 600 (2007 Revision)] 

There are two types of letters of credit: commercial 

and standby. Commercial letters of credit are used 

primarily to facilitate foreign trade. The commercial letter 

of credit is the primary payment mechanism for a 

transaction, whereas the standby letter of credit is a 

secondary payment mechanism.  

A commercial letter of credit is a contractual 

agreement between a bank, known as the issuing bank, on 
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behalf of one of its customers, authorizing another bank, 

known as the advising or confirming bank, to make 

payment to the beneficiary. The issuing bank, on the 

request of its customer, opens the letter of credit. The 

issuing bank makes a commitment to honor drawings 

made under the credit. The beneficiary is normally the 

provider of goods and/or services. 

        Commercial letters of credit have been used for 

centuries to facilitate payment in international trade. 

Their use will continue to increase as the global economy 

evolves. 

Letters of credit used in international transactions 

are governed by the International Chamber of Commerce 

Uniform Customs and Practice for Documentary Credits. 

The general provisions and definitions of the International 

Chamber of Commerce are binding on all parties.  

The International Chamber of Commerce’s (ICC), 

which was established in 1919, had as its primary objective 

facilitating the flow of international trade. 

The Uniform Customs and Practice (UCP) for 

Documentary Credits is promulgated by the Commission on 

Banking Technique and Practice of the International 

Chamber of Commerce headquartered in Paris, France. It 

articulates standard international commercial letter of 

credit practice.  

The current revision, ICC Publication No. 600 

(UCP600), became effective July 2007. Prior versions were 

issued in 1933 (UCP82), 1951 (UCP151), 1962 (UCP222), 

1974 (UCP290), 1983 (UCP400) and 1994 (UCP 500).”

 “9. That upon accepting the relevant Bills of Exchange, 

when the plaintiff bad released the shipping documents from the 

L/C issuing bank and cleared the goods at Chittagong Sea Port 

under the relevant Bills of Lading and brought the same at its 

factory or plant the plaintiff to its utter shock and surprise, 

discovered that it has been subjected to sheer fraud by the 

defendant No.1. The defendant No.1 has delivered 

extreme inferior quality of goods and 

committed fraud with the plaintiff in 

supplying the goods agreed to the delivered. 

The delivered yarn is very much poor, thick 

and thin, bank to bank variation, color 

absorbing ratio is very much poor and 

therefore, not fit for use in the production of 

fabric. 
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 10. As a result of extreme inferior quality of goods, the 

plaintiff cannot get the desired output when the said yarn is put 

into swatch. Consequently, the consignment could not be used for 

manufacturing the desired dyed yarn for its ultimate customers. 

 11. That upon discovering fraud, the plaintiff sent email 

correspondences on various dates such as 18.03.2019; 03.04.2019 

& 10.04.2019 to the defendant No.4 (who acts on behalf of 

defendant No.1) notifying them in connection with significant 

inferior quality of goods supplied by the defendant No.1 which 

resulted in the commission of fraud by the defendant No.1 & 4. 

The plaintiff also requested them to rectify the situation. 

 12. That the defendant No.1 did not come forward to 

rectify the situation despite various requests and reminders from 

the plaintiff. Finding no other way out, the plaintiff at last vide 

letter dated 18.03.2019 requested the defendant No.2 to stop 

payment against the aforesaid L/Cs since they have been 

defrauded by the defendant Nos.1 and 4.  

 13. That the delivery of the consignment by the defendant 

No.1 is actuated by fraud and it is in clear violation of agreed 

commercial terms and the URC 522 established by the 

International Chamber of Commerce (ICC) governing 

international rules of documentary collection. The actions of 

defendant No.1 clearly suggest that they are acting fraudulently 

causing the plaintiff to suffer business loss by supplying worthless 

stuff or materials which caused a huge financial loss to the 

plaintiff. The plaintiff has suffered huge financial losses due to 

hampering in production.” 

14. That the innocent plaintiff has already by their letter dated 

18.03.2019 notified the L/c, issuing bank i.e. Defendant No.2 

regarding this fraudulent conduct on the part of the beneficiary 

defendant No. 1 with regard to the aforesaid three Letter of 
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Credits and requested not to make any payment against any of the 

bills presented under the above Letter of credits.  

15. Cause of Action: That the cause of action to file this suit arose 

in Dhaka under police station Gulshan under the territorial 

jurisdiction of the learned Court. The cause of action to file this 

case arose on various dates namely, on 23.10.2018 when the 

defendant No. 1 issued pro-forma Invoices for supplying 100% 

Acrylic Anti Piling Yarn after receiving the orders from the 

Plaintiff, on 01.11.2018; 04.11.2018 and 05.11.2018 when the 

said L/cs. were issued by the defendant No. 2 in favour of the 

defendant No. 1 at the request of the plaintiff; on 13.12.2018; 

14.12.2018, 19.12.2018, 29.12.2018, 14.01.2019 & 20.01.2019 

when the Defendant No. 1 submitted the said Bill of Exchange to 

the Defendant NO. 2 for acceptance in favour of the defendant No. 

1; on 17.12.2018 to 02.01.2019 and various other dates when 

consignment of worthless materials were fraudulently supplied or 

delivered to the plaintiff by the Defendant No. 1; on 05.01.2019 to 

23.01.2019 and various others dates when the plaintiff discovered 

in its factory that the imported goods are not fit for purposed and 

of extreme poor quality, on 18.03.2019; 03.04.2019 & 10.04.2019 

when the defendant No. 4 agent of Defendant No. 1 was requested 

by the plaintiff to rectify the situation (email correspondence); on 

18.03.2019 when the plaintiff notified and issued instruction letter 

to the said case of action is continuing till date within the 

jurisdiction of this learned Court.
