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Le the Supplementary Affidavit be formed part of
the main application.

Let a Rule be issued calling upon the opposite
party to show cause as to why the accused-petitioner
should not be enlarged on bail in G.R. Case No. 242 of
2023 (Sadar) arising out of Cox’s Bazar Model Police
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Station Case No. 14 dated 07.05.2023 under sections
323/365/385/386/441 of the Penal Code, 1860, now
pending in the Court of learned Chief Judicial
Magistrate, Cox’s Bazar and/or pass such other or
further order or orders as to this Court may seem fit and
proper.

The Rule is made returnable within 6(six) weeks
from date.

Pending disposal of the Rule, let the accused
petitioner Mobin, son of late Rofik be enlarged on ad-
interim bail till disposal of the Rule on furnishing bail
bond to the satisfaction of the learned Chief Judicial
Magistrate, Cox’s Bazar.

The concern Court is at liberty to cancel the bail, if
the accused-petitioner misuses the privilege of bail.
Let this matter be placed in the list for hearing on
